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Administration and Assembly

Members of the city assembly, who are elected
in municipal elections as representatives of the
citizens of Ome, decide on the city’s policies
and other measures and ensure that the many
opinions and requests of the citizens are reflected
in the assembly. The assembly and the mayor are
on an equal footing and, through mutual checks
and balances, endeavor to realize appropriate
administrative management.
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Sister City

In 1965 Ome concluded a sister-city agreement with Boppard in Germany, which is well
known as a grape-producing area. Exchange with Boppard has been deepened for more than
45 years through civic exchange and so on.

Peace

On April 5, 1958, the city assembly of Ome unanimously adopted the World Federalist Peace
City Declaration and set about conducting peace dissemination activities. In 2005, 60 years
after the end of World War Il, the assembly renewed its pledge for peace by adopting the
Ome City Nonnuclear Peace City Declaration.
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
