Founded in 1951, the city of Ome is situated in tl
Ome stretches 17.2 km from east to west and 9 km from north to south and covers a total area of
103.26 kmi. It borders seven municipalities: two cities and three towns of metropolitan Tokyo and
two cities of Saitama Prefecture. The Tama River flows almost through the center of the city from
west to east, and in the north there are the Kasumi and Nariki rivers, which are tributaries of the
Iruma River. The city’s topography rises from the eastern plain to the hills and mountains upstream;
the highest point, Mount Nabewari, is 1,084 meters above sea level. -
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
