Gongen, the main avatar of worship in the Shugendo
religion, in this spot in the year 736, and the temple has
flourished as a holy spot since ancient times. Influential
figures and warriors alike worshipped reverently here
from the Heian to Edo periods, and many number of
suits of armor and swords have been presented as
offerings. These precious cultural artifacts, including
some national treasures, can be seen in the Treasure
Hall. Since a god Oguchi Magami (deified Japanese
wolf) is called "Oinu-sama (sacred dog)," this place has
long been associated with dogs, and people can be
seen bringing their fuzzy friends along for a shrine visit.
